 Now-a-days everything is different! We are the people of modern times. 

Theoreticians started modelling the Universe and hence the sky has filled up with equations and technical 

symbols.

 We know very well that the universe is very old and that the universe is very large, too. So large that 

human affairs seem insignificant next to it.

 What we see in this show is the result of human studies of the universe. No 

superstitions but science in its purest form.

 The show makes us to understand, the size of the Universe we live-in and the 

place of our existence-our planet Earth, with playful illustrations. 

 Our Galaxy is the home of about 50000 crore stars. And the entire solar 

system hovers in it like a tiny speck of dust in the morning fog. Completely lost.

Our Galaxy is not alone in the universe. There are other galaxies further away.

 We estimate there are about lakhs of crores of 

galaxies in the observable universe. The show explains about the blackholes in 

the galactic centre, nature of the blackholes in space, stars, star clusters and 

about star explosions

 The show also tells us about extrasolar planets that is planetary system 

orbiting several other stars. They might be gas giants, many times bigger than 

Jupiter, decorated by amazing rings.  Or rocky planets orbiting around two suns 

at the same time! 

 With some more spectacular illustrations on Comets, ringed planets, 

natures of the ring systems and many more, the show brings us back to our 

own Solar System.

 In our beloved home… In the gravitational arms of our Sun, we’ve 

been basking in its light along with the other planets for hundreds of crores of 

years.

 The show makes us understand that we are just negligible part of the 

universe and the universe is part of us, too.  In the deepest sense, we are all 

children of the cosmos.
